Hello there! 

This may be a more difficult than our usual recipes so maybe big brother-sister and cousins could help? See if Mum and Dad can help too! A family affair! Lets try to make Caramel Muffins. Yummy!

LETS START PREPARING!!

The important Contents:

3 Tablespoons of butter.

2/3 cup firmly packed with brown sugar

2 Cups of sifted flour or alternatively (Gluten free, Rice or Maize) ask Mum! 

3 teaspoons of baking powder

½ teaspoon salt 

1 well-beaten egg (Mum and Dad help here) 

1 cup of Milk (soy or lactose free) 

2 teaspoons of Melted butter (or lactose free butter)

LETS START COOKING!!!

Grease muffins pan (either 6 or 4 tray) place ½ teaspoon butter & 1-teaspoon brown sugar in each cup. Sift flour baking powder, salt together. Combine Milk, butter and remaining brown sugar with the egg. Add to sifted dry ingredients string only enough to dampen flour. Fill prepared muffin pan ¾ and bake at 230 degrees – 250 not too hot and ask mom to check! Keep them in there for 20 minutes! Makes around 18 muffins invite your friends over to share them! Yeah!! Oh I am hungry now! Better go and eat those muffins!
